Develop a working thesis. (3 minutes)
Decide what to write about.  The purpose of this paper is...
5.
Select the points that can be used in developing and supporting your thesis. (2 minutes)
Indicate them in any way that works for you - number, circle, color code.

6.
Write a thesis statement that accurately reflects the work already completed. (3 minutes)
Nothing more than a check and a possible revision of the thesis developed in step four.
