K-W-L-H 
K-W-L-H charts help activate knowledge and can serve to foster curiosity. They serve to open our minds to new ideas and encourage us to identify and articulate what’s been learned, an important metacognitive skill. The last column offers space to list resources (people, electronic media, print materials) that can expand our knowledge and extend our repertoire of skills. 
K - Stands for helping students recall what they KNOW about the subject. 
W - Stands for helping students determine what they WANT to learn. 
L - Stands for helping students identify what they LEARN as they read, create projects, or listen to others present
H - Stands for HOW we can learn more (other sources where additional information on the topic can be found).
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
