	Activities:
2 hours 30 minutes 
PART I:  Introduction: “On top of Guadalupe Mountain”
· Show picture of my children on the top of the Guadalupe Mountains.  Ask “where are they?”  Together read the text about our trip to the Guadalupe Mountains. Identify the Guadalupe Mountains on the Texas map.

· Identify words in the text that indicate location and time: on, in, at
“My children are on the top of Guadalupe Mountain. 
They climbed to the top of the mountain in 4 hours and ran down in mountain in a little over 2 hours…”

PART II:  Introduce Prepositions: “Where’s the armadillo”
· Where is the armadillo?  Engage the class in an activity using prepositions to locate the armadillo.

· TPR activity.  “Put the armadillo on your head.” 

Students pass the armadillo and give each other a command using the preposition. 
PART III:  “Rosie’s Walk” by Pat Hutchins
· Read Rosie’s walk, identify  the prepositions

· Pass out animals and farm game bard.  Whole group practice.  “Put the horse in the barn. Put the horse in the pen.”
· Practice in pairs giving and receiving directions.
· Practice independently retelling your own story.  “Harry the horse went for a walk.  He went into the barn…”
PART IV:  Directions on a large class map-Community map
· Whole group locate the neighborhood places. Where is the bakery?
· Use the neighborhood map to give directions. Hand out question cards. Students read their directions cards. “How do you get to the hospital?” Practice giving and receiving directions as a group
· Divide into groups of four to play on a community map game board. Pick a card and read “How do I get from the hospital to the park?”
PART VI:  Map Quest
· Read a map quest from my house to the school.

· Explain that today we are going to use the computer to practice finding and printing directions on map quest. 

· Print and read their printed copy to each other.

	Extension and Follow-up:
1 hour 

· Part two of “Travel Texas” will continue over a three week period as students work in pairs and identify a city in Texas they want to travel to.  They will locate a hotel.  Map quest directions from their home to the hotel. Later with their partner, they will research and produce a travel brochure to this city including:

pictures of the city, population , history, map, where to  stay, what to see and do, where to dine

Oral presentation of their map and eventual presentation of “Travel Texas Brochure” to the class.
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	Reflection: What Worked and Why
The project was practical. The first part of the lesson using prepositions correctly was useful and they felt that they could communicate where they lived and give directions better after the lesson. The students were interested in communicating about travel within their environment and outside of their city.  They expressed interest in learning about other places in Texas and enjoyed sharing what they learned.  They felt more confident using the computer and were proud of the professionalism of their final project
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	Tips for Teachers:
This single lesson on prepositions took 2 ½ hours but the travel Texas unit was intended to take about 15 hours.  
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
