	School-wide or center-wide initiative where everyone reads



	TT 
	Student connects what he/she has read to something else that has been read



	TS
	Student relates what he/she has read to personal experience



	TW
	Student relates what he/she has read to what he/she has learned outside of personal experience

	QAR
	Questions that are Right There, Think and Search, On my Own, and Author and You



	Question the Author
	Focuses on the author and what the author is telling the reader



	Visualization
	Ability to see what is happening in text

	5 Ws and an H with a summary sentence
