A.  Sam wants to fence in a rectangular play area for his son. Which of the following equations could Sam use to determine the amount of fencing needed for the play area? 

(1) A = length x width

(2) A = ½ x base x height

(3) P = 2 x length + 2 x width

(4) C = pi x diameter

(5) P = 4 x side

This is the formula for finding the perimeter of a rectangle
B.  Janet has decided to buy a car. She has $1200 for a down payment and must make monthly payments of $250. What is the total amount Janet will have to pay for the car?

(1) $4200

(2) $1450

(3) $1200

(5) Not enough information is given.

Not enough information is given. Facts you have:  $1200 for down payment + $250 per month.  Facts you need:  How many months? 

C.  If a certain brand of ice cream is 99% fat-free, how many cups would you have to eat to ingest the same amount of fat that would be in 1 cup of regular ice cream? 
100 cups.  The ice cream is 99% fat free or 1% of normal ice cream.  Normal ice cream has 100%  amount of fat of normal ice cream.  100  divided by 1 is 100.
